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Step 1. Walls

Parts needed: Center Wall, Right Back Wall, Left Back
Wall and & White Clips.

Carefully fold the Center Wall along its scored lines
to form a box. Use 2 white clips to clip the box
together in back as shown in Figure 2.
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Attach all white clips
flat-side-cut as shown.

Then fit the Right Back Wall and the Left Back Wall
onto the Center Wall box, securing them with 4
white clips as shown in Figure 2A.
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Step 2. Stairs & Walls

Parts needed: Top (A), Rim (B), Stairs (C), Blue Sguare
Label, 5tair Label, 1 White Clip, 2 Red Clips and 2
Black Clips.

Assemble Stairs: Attach stair label to stairs. Snap-fit
top (A} into rim (B) and then attach to top of stairs (C).
Apply the blue square label to the top. See Figure 3.

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Attach Stairs to Walls: First attach the stair hooks
underneath the Center Wall box as shown in Figure 3A.
Lay down walls. Then attach a white clip to the Left Back
Wall and stairs as shown in Figure 3B.

Attach Wall to Gameboard: Now slide 2 red clips over
the 2 center vellow triangles on the gameboard edge.
Then slide the 2 black clips over the 2 outer yellow
triangles. Line up the wall and insert it into the red clips
and black clips as shown in Figure 3C.

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Step 3. Fireplace

Parts needed: Flipper (D), Base (E), Mantel (F),
Cardboard Fireplace, Cardboard Fireplace Insert and
Red Square Label.

Assemble Fireplace: Slide the cardboard fireplace

insert into the flippers slots (D). Then snap-fit the flipper
into the base (E). See Figure 4.
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Carefully fold the cardboard fireplace along its scored
lines. Insert it into the base's pegged area, fitting it over
the flipper lever. Then fit the mantel (F) on top of the
cardboard fireplace. See Figure 4A.

Attach Fireplace to Wall: Tilting the Center Wall back
slightly, first insert the fireplace’s top hooks into the
open area and then attach the fireplace’s bottom hooks
underneath this area as shown. Apply the red square
label as shown. See Figure 4B.

Step 4. Portrait Frame

Part needed: Portrait Frame (G).

Attach Portrait Frame to Wall: Insert the frame’s 2
hocks down into the Center Wall as shown in Figure 5.

Step 5. Chandelier

Parts needed: Rod (H), Beam (1), Trigger (1),
U-shaped Locking Tab (K), Stem (L), Chandelier (M),
1 Small Rubber Band, Cardboard Chandelier Disc
and 3 Chandelier Labels.

Assemble Bearmn: With its ribbed side showing
faceup, slide the rod (H) into the beam's channel
(I). See Figure 6. See rod correctly inserted in
Figure &A.

Then snap-fit the trigger (J) onto the beam, also in-
serting its V-shaped tab into the rod’s slot. See Figure
6B. Hook the small rubber band over the trigger and
rod in the notches as shown in Figure 6C.
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Attach Beam to Wall: From the front, carefully
insert the assembled beam into the Right Back Wall's
opening. Then slide the U-shaped locking tab (K)
down into the beam'’s slots as shown in Figure &D.

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Assemble Chandelier: Insert the stem (L) down
into the chandelier (M) until it snaps into place.
Insert the cardboard chandelier disc into the
chandelier as shown in Figure &E.
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Hang Chandelier: Apply chandelier labels and
hang chandelier onto the assembled beam as shown
in Figure &F

Step 6. Statue

Parts needed: Base (N), Top (O), Rim (P), 2-pc.
Statue (Q & R), Cardboard Statue Pedestal and
1 Green Clip.

Assemble Statue: Gently fold the cardboard statue
pedestal along its scored lines and insert it into the
base (N). Then snap-fit the top (O) into the rim (P).
Place the assembled top onto the cardboard
pedestal as shown. Press the 2-piece statue (Q & R)
together. Place the statue on the top. See Figure 7.
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Attach Statue to Gameboard: First, insert the
assembled statue into the green clip. Second, slide
the clip onto the gameboard. See Figure 7A.

Attach Bookcase to Gameboard: First, insert the
assembled bookcase into the green clip. Second,
slide the clip onto the gameboard. See Figure 8A.

Step 7. Bookcase

Parts needed: Base (S), Top (T), Flipper (U), Ladder
(V), Cardboard Bookcase, Purple Square Label and
1 Green Clip.

Assemble Bookcase: Gently fold the cardboard
bookcase along its scored lines and insert it into the
. base (S). Make sure the gold statue is shown on the
bookcase’s top shelf. Then fit the top (T) onto the
cardboard bookcase. Snap-fit the flipper (U) onto
the top. See Figure 8.

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MNow apply the purple square label to the top of the
ladder (V) and rest the ladder against the bookcase
as shown in Figure 8B.
